mortgage lending practices

any financial institutions take advantage of

their customers by charging unusually large

\fees for their loans. Be skeptical and watch
for these red flags:

m Prepayment penalties that seem out of line

m Fees totaling more than 3% of loan amount
(not including points)

m Upront charges for single-premium credit
insurance

m “Nofee” loans that seem too good to be true
(they seldom are)

® Mandatory balloon payments

Lenders who steer you into a ‘sub-prime’ loan
